Jim Cole building his operating bench in the late 1 980’s or 
perhaps the early 1990’s. 
 
James G. Cole was born August 25, 1920 in Asheboro, 
Randolph County, North Carolina to the late George 
Washington Cole and Alice Williams Cole and was 
raised in Durham, North Carolina. After graduation from 
High School he worked as a machinist at the Duke 
University Physics Department, Ford Instrument 
Company, Long Island City, NY and Newport News 
Shipbuilding, Newport News, Virginia. 
 
At the beginning of WWll, on July 4, 1942, he entered 
the Navy at the Charleston Navy Yard as there was a 
need for people experienced in radio. Prior to joining the 
Navy Mr. Cole had become a ham radio operator 
building his own radios which became a lifelong hobby 
and passion. However, his family does not have 
documentation of what his call letters were at that time. 
His rank was Aviation Radio Technician 1 Class. His 
training expanded to radar in Corpus Christi, Texas and 
the Norfolk Navy Yard. He served at various air facilities 
in the Carolinas, Brazil and Roosevelt Field, Long Island. 
His service also included postings at Naval Air Stations 
near Atlantic City and Portsmouth. 
 
While stationed on Long Island, New York he met and 
married Anna Matilda Leach who was working at 
Republic Aviation at the time. They were married on May 
22, 1944 after which she followed him around from base 
to base. 

 
 
 
 

 
 
Jim W2TM on School Street, East Meadow, Long Island , 
NY.  Taken in the 1950’s or 1960’s .  
 
After discharge from the Navy in November 1945 he 
obtained employment on Long Island, New York as there 
were not many electronics jobs in North Carolina. He 
started as a Supervisor with Erco Radio Labs. After a 
number of years with Erco Radio he joined the J. C. 
Warren Corp. of Freeport Long Island. The Cold War 
had started and the Company was making various 
surveillance equipment including miniature gear and 
tape recorders. For this work Mr. Cole had a security 
clearance. After five years of employment, the Warren 
Company failed and Mr. Cole obtained employment with 
lFl and other electronics companies on Long lsland. 
 
He established a radio shack in their home in East 
Meadow, Long Island, New York. The earliest FCC 
license information for him that his family has are 
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records that date from 1947. They indicate his call letters 
were W2TFC. However, as previously mentioned he 
may have had a license prior to going into the Navy due 
to his interest in radio in the late 1930s'. While living on 
Long Island he made many trips into New York City to 
acquire Army-Navy surplus parts and equipment. His call 
letters were changed in 1976 to W2TM. 
 
Mr. and Mrs. Cole retired in 1985 and moved from Long 
Island to Pilot Mountain. They attended the North Point 
Baptist Church in Winston-Salem and Buelahland 
Baptist Church in Pilot Mountain. 
 
In Pilot Mountain Mr. Cole established a radio shack and 
machine shop in the basement of his home. He was 
quite independent and meticulous in designing and 
building his own radio equipment and antennas. Through 
on going visits to various ham fests, Mr. Cole continued 
to build a significant inventory of radio parts on which he 
could draw as he built his equipment. His closest "ham" 
friend was old-timer Ace Winter (W2ADB) from North 
Charleston, South Carolina. He was actively working on 
his radio projects until he passed away July 20, 2013 at 
the age of 92 years. 
 
[Editor’s note:  Jim’s family, Diane and Conway Ivy, generously 
donated much of the proceeds from the sale of Jim’s equipment to 
FARC.  It is very much appreciated, especially as we are planning 
updates to the antenna system at the 145.47 repeater system this 
year. ]

NCQSO Party 
From ARRL NC-Section Letter

“Here we go again! The members of the North Carolina 
QSO Party (NCQP) Committee have been working hard 
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to grow this event, and 2015 is shaping up to be the best 
ever.  There are two things on my “bucket list” for the 
NCQP that I'd like to see in my lifetime. First, is to have 
someone sweep all 100 NC counties.  That might be 
easy for the Rhode Island QSO Party, but that is pretty 
ambitious for North Carolina.  Second, that we surpass 
500 logs submitted after one single event.  We've got a 
ways to go, but the vision is there!   And one thing here: 
we don't want to diminish the quality of the NCQP 
experience for the sake of numbers.  When a log is 
submitted, that's a reflection of your station and 
operating prowess.  We look at the numbers of logs and 
counties worked in much the same way.  It tells the 
Committee how well we are doing our job making the 
NCQP an event in which Hams want to participate.  Our 
goal is to make the NCQP a premiere “on the air” event 
for all amateur radio operators – contesters and rag 
chewers alike.  The Committee listens to your comments 
and “tweaks” the event so that everyone will want to 
participate and submit their log. 
 
OK, on to the highlights and changes in 2015.  The 
operating categories remain unchanged for this year.  
The new Mobile Lone Ranger category was a success 
last year giving some of the small rovers a chance to 
compete where they would otherwise be overshadowed 
by the more serious and dedicated driver teams.  The 
Expedition (QRP) category has been a little anemic, so 
here's a plug for you QRPers to get out those Altoids® 
tin radios and show us what you can do! 
 
The most frequently asked question I always get in the 
Fall leading up to the Committee meeting is what NC 
counties are slated for bonus status.  Since it was 
decided that Cherokee and Dare counties would not 
always be bonus counties, this has caused a bit of buzz 
and anticipation.  This year, the bonus counties will be 
Person and Surry counties.  We needed to give the 
expeditioners (portable operators) an incentive to go to 
these very under represented (in terms of QSO's 
logged) counties.  What is the draw for an expeditioner 
to go to a bonus county to operate?  Well, handing out 
QSO's worth 50 points, in addition to the regular points 
earned for a valid QSO, gives everyone big incentive to 
search and work you! 
 
Speaking of bonus points, we have added some new 
bonus stations.  NI4BK (USS North Carolina Museum 
Battleship) and W4DW (RARS Official Bonus Station) 
remain unchanged for 2015, earning a participant 50 
extra points each to their score for working them.  This 
year, Bill McDowell, K4CIA of Raleigh is participating in 
the NCQP as a bonus station.  Bill was the winner of the 
first NCQP in 1970 and is still a top operator today.  It's 
our honor to have him in this capacity for 2015.  Also, 
the Committee is activating bonus station, NC4QP, 
which will be manned by the Committee members.  
We're going to pass that call around amongst ourselves 
(one at a time) to hand out bonus points on Phone, CW, 
and Digital.  NC4QP will be located in different parts of 
the State, on different modes, at different times.  So, 

including stations in the bonus counties, that is six 
opportunities for working a bonus station. As an added 
incentive, if you sweep the bonus and get all six, another 
200 points is added on top of the 300 bonus station 
points.  That's a possibility of 500 points!  In many 
cases, 1st and 2nd place between two top operators 
could come down to the bonus points! 
 
Let me see, what are some of the other things going on 
for 2015?  Oh, the map is up now on the website to see 
which counties have ops who have announced their 
intentions to participate.  We've got some new pictures 
of the Committee members on the general info page, be 
kind with your comments!  We've also got some great 
statistics up on the web site under the RESULTS tab 
about the activity during the 2014 NCQP. Many have 
asked for this information, which could help in 
determining where to go to activate less-covered areas 
of the State. 
 
So, at 1500 UTC (10:00 AM EST) on March 1, 2015 the 
North Carolina QSO Party will start.  I hope everyone 
reading this is making plans to be on the air, and submit 
their log afterwards.  Participating in the NCQP couldn't 
be any simpler.  There are many ways to do it.  If you 
are a seasoned contester, just go to the website, read 
the rules, and go. For those Hams that are not so 
experienced, participating with your club station is a 
great place to learn about the NCQP and contesting. On 
March 1st, folks from all over the world will be looking for 
NC stations, why not get on the air and work 'em?”  For 
more information on the North Carolina QSO Party, see 
http://www.rars.org/ncqsoparty/ Thanks to Marty Young, 
W4MY, Chairman, North Carolina QSO Party for 
providing this information!

220 MHZ Equipment Donation

On behalf of FARC (Forsyth Amateur Radio Club), I’d 
like to thank Gill Scott, W4AJI, for his gracious donation 
of 200 MHZ equipment.  Gil generously donated, a 220 
MHZ Repeater, HT, mobile units, programming interface 
and manuals.  The 220 MHZ equipment operates under 
the ACSB mode and is configured in the 220 – 222 MHZ 
business band (Est. 1991) 
 
Note:  ACSSB (amplitude-companded single sideband) 
is a narrowband modulation method using a single 
sideband with a pilot tone, allowing an expander in the 
receiver to restore the amplitude that was severely 
compressed by the transmitter. It offers improved 
effective range over standard SSB modulation while 
simultaneously retaining backwards compatibility with 
standard SSB radios. ACSSB also offers reduced 
bandwidth and improved range for a given power level 
compared with narrow band FM modulation. 
 
The club will evaluate this equipment with an objective of 
moving the equipment configurations to the 222.00 – 
225.00 MHZ Amateur band.  Please be sure to express 
your thanks to Gil for his donation at the upcoming 
FARC meetings.

Flea-power Communications

One of the guiding principles of amateur radio in general 
, and Amateur Radio Emergency Service in particular, is 
the ability to provide communications service to the 
general public under disaster or diminished infrastructure 
conditions.  Forsyth County ARES net participants have 
held alternative power source sessions many times, and 
we’re confident with those capabilities.  
 
Now let’s temporarily add another element of simulated 
disaster, minimal transmission power, to our activity.  
Transmitting with the minimum amount of power needed 
to reach the intended receiver meets another FCC 
guideline for hams.  More importantly, it meets the 
practical need to conserve power from our alternate 
sources since the duration and affected area of a 
disaster may be greater than originally estimated. 
 
So, for the next two first Thursdays, February 5 and 
March 5, please check into the weekly ARES net using 
the combination of the lowest transmitter setting you 
think (or prove by advance testing) can reach the 145.47 
repeater  and the highest-gain VHF antenna you have 
available.  The results will probably be surprising. 
 
A personal example:  I recently joined a conversation 
between KE4ZFN and another ham on 145.47.   I used 
an HT set at 1 & 1/2 watts with an attached collapsible ½ 
wave whip indoors on the lower floor of my house.  
Since I’m about 20 air miles from Sauratown Mountain, I 
expected they’d barely hear me, but I received a full-
quieting report.  Join the net, and give flea power a try.

Minutes of the Forsyth Amateur Radio 
Club Meeting—12 January 2015

1.  Call to Order and Welcome:   Meeting 
was called to order by President Jerry 
Minor, K4GW, at 1944 hours.  He welcomed 
FARC members and visitors to the meeting, 
approximately 35 total. Each person in 
the room introduced themselves stating 
their name and callsign.     
2.  Announcements/Club Business:   
      a.  Treasurers Report:  Henry 
Heidtmann stated that the club balance 
was $4937.77 which included $711 net 
profit from the hamfest, several club 
members renewing their membership and 
donations, some donations approaching 
$100.  Henry reported that a special 
donation of $1300 was made to the club by 
the family of a deceased ham from 
Pinnacle, Jim Cole-W2TM with the donation 
coming from the sale of his 
equipment.  Several FARC members had 
helped with the organization of the 
equipment, much of it older but 
collectable gear.  Henry reported that he 
had completed the 501(c)3 filings with 
the IRS for tax year 2014 on 2 January.  

       b.  Red Cross Reorganization/FARC 
Hamshack Update :  Jerry Minor had 
contacted Red Cross leadership, Jennifer 
Franklin, in Charlotte about the status 
of the building where we meet and have 
our hamshack.  Jerry reported that he had 
received an email from Edward Runte, 
Chief Administrative Officer with the NC 
Red Cross stating that the Red Cross has 
no plans to close “our” building in the 
immediate future.  Henry Heidtmann 
reported that he had put all of our 2015 
meetings on the Red Cross Master Calendar 
and also the Arduino meeting scheduled 
for 0900 until 1600 on 24 January.  

c.  Membership Renewals:   Jerry

      e.  Repeater Status and Repair 
Status:  Dale Mierisch stated that all 
three club repeaters were 
operational.  Dale stated that the work 
on the Sauratown Mountain repeater will 
be postponed until this coming spring and 
repair work might take a week.  A 
question was asked if repair or 
replacement equipment had been purchased 
yet and if there was a price increase in 
the equipment.  The answer was no price 
increase and equipment could be purchased 
at any time.

3.  Homebrew Presentations :  Don Edwards-
WS4NC, Steve Patterson-WA3RTC, Gene 
Bowman-WB4MSG and Jerry Minor-K4GW did 
the homebrew show and tell.  

a.  Don Edwards  showed homebrew 
using 555 chips that he had made. He also 
showed a well-constructed regenerative 
receiver obtained from the estate of Jim 
Cole-W2TM that Henry has mentioned 
previously.  He also talked about the 
older Western Electric gear and 
headphones.   

b.  Steve Patterson  showed his 
homebrew capacitance meter using Arduino 
technology and gave a demonstration.  He 
talked about a complicated homebrew board 
that had made and compared it to one that 
he had recently purchased that did the 
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same function.  His source of board 
was www.icstation.com  or www.banggood.com  

c.  Gene Bowman showed a kid’s 
pencil case he had purchased to contain 
the project that he had made in a 
previous Arduino class.  Gene talked 
about the boxes that Harold was providing 
for the classes that could contain 
several boards.  He showed some boards 
that he had purchased from banggood 
including a VFO and encoder board. Gene 
talked about operation on 160 meters, the 
negative feedback of power if the SWR is 
too high and a project he made to switch 
antenna taps to an acceptable SWR.  He 
also talked about switching regulators 
with a voltmeter and relay boards that is 
used at his antenna tower. This is the 
general technique he is using for the 
FARC ham shack to protect the radio 
equipment.  Gene also talked about the 
quality of equipment he had purchased 
from banggood.  

d.  Jerry Minor  talked about a 
repeater controller board using old 
Motorola GM300’s and put them together 
which make an acceptable repeater except 
that they do not perform the FCC required 
identification at least every ten 
minutes.  But he had added a controlled 
using a pic processor using proton 
programming that added id capability. He 
thanked Gene Bowman for helping with this 
effort.
